In the morning drive to the birthplace of John the 
Baptist in Ein Karem, sing Maryôs ñMagnificatò at the 
Visitation Church and see St. Vincent Orphanage 
where Msgr. Jerry ministered to children.  Travel to 
Bethlehem for shopping and Lunch.  Celebrate Mass 
at Nativity Basilica / St. Catherine Church, visit Maryôs 
Milk Grotto and Shepherds' Field.  (B,L,D) 
 
DEC 5 / TUE - JERUSALEM   Travel to the Mount of 
Olives and pray at Church of the Our Father. Sing 
along the Hosanna Trail, silently stop where the Lord 
wept over Jerusalem, celebrate Mass at the Basilica of 
the Agony in the Garden of Gethsemane.  After Lunch 
drive thru the Kidron Valley and view the Ancient City 

of David enroute to Mount Zion, site of King Davidôs 
Tomb.  Visit the Upper Room of the Last Supper and 
pray in Dormition Abbey, where Mary is believed to 
concluded her earthly life.  Then descend into the 
prison cells dating to the time of Christ in the fascinat-
ing excavations of St. Peter Church at Gallicantur.

DEC 6/WED - JERUSALEM (JERICHO)  Drive to the 
Jordan River for the renewal of baptismal vows, cele-
brate Mass at the Church of the Good Shepherd, view 
of the Mount of Temptations and enter the City Jeri-
cho and enjoy Lunch. Visit Qumran (where the Dead 
Sea Scrolls were found) and experience the Dead Sea 
before traveling back to Jerusalem via the Judean De-
sert, and see the Good Samaritan Inn.  (B,L,D)

Before breakfast, pray the Stations of the Cross along 

the Via Dolorosa to Calvary and the Christôs Tomb. 

Celebrate Mass at Church of the Holy Sepulchre. Re-

turn to the hotel for breakfast.  Conclude the morning 

with an audience with the Latin Patriarch of Jerusa-

lem.  After Lunch see the excavations of "Lithastrotos" 

Pavement, believed site of Jesusô scourging in the 

Convent of Ecce Homo, sing healing hymns in St. Ann 

Church at the Pool of Bethesda near the site where St. 

Stephen was martyred and then see the Western Wall 

next to the Temple Mount.  (B,L,D) 
 

DEC 8 / FRI - JERUSALEM.  Celebrate Mass at the 

Shrine of Our Lady of Palestine in Der Rafat.  Visit 

Emmaus at Latroun where the Risen Jesus Christ was 

recognized in the breaking of the Bread.  After Lunch 

view the famous Model of the Old City, a replica of 

Jerusalem at the time of Christ and see the Dead Sea 

Scrolls at the Shrine of the Book.  (B,L,D)
